HARRISON

During the month of September, Officer Harrison was involved in 12 nar-
cotics investigations. These investigations led to four search warrants
and eight hand to hand transactions. Officer Harrison’s work resulted in
the seizure of $2,806, the recovery of over 74 grams of cocaine, 68.1
grams of cannabis, 22 ecstasy pills, and a sawed off shotgun.

OCTOBER 2008
OFFICER MICHAEL REILLY

During the month of October, Officer Reilly noticed a trend in burglaries in the Central
Police District. Officer Reilly developed a list of suspects and organized a burglary de-
tail comprised of NOPT, NRT, Patrol, and Investigations officers. The burglary detail
resulted in numerous arrests (see below listed Unit Merit Award). In addition, Officer
Reilly initiated a Problem Oriented Policing Project to address hunting complaints from
citizens whose homes border farm fields and the Dupage River. Officer Reilly worked
with the Will County Sheriff’s Police, the Department of Natural Resources, and the
landowners to obtain no trespassing agreements. Since then, there has been very few
calls of hunting activity in the area.

OFFICER CYNTHIA GONZALEZ

Officer Gonzalez's primary duties are to ensure that the Department stays current with the changing stan-
dards set forth by the Council on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA). On November 20"
2008, the Department participated in a mock assessment in which other accreditation managers from ac-
credited lllinois agencies reviewed all Department procedures. This assessment was conducted to prepare
the Department for the re-accreditation review in April 2009 by CALEA assessors. Officer Gonzalez displayed
exemplary organizational skill when compiling all the documentation and proofs to show that the Department

is in compliance. During exit interviews, the mock assessors (an unprecedented eleven volunteers) voiced
considerable praise for her efforts.

Officer Foster is assigned to the West Police District. During the past year, Officer
Foster has taken it upon himself to address one of the leading complaints in his
District: Traffic Enforcement. As of the middle of December, Officer Foster has
written over 1000 moving citations.

Officers Bandy and German found a birth certifi-
cate containing the suspect’s true name. They learned he was wanted for shooting three peo-
ple in Mississippi.

OFFICER JEREMY HARRISON

During his investigation of drug dealing, Officer Harrison made the largest un-
dercover purchase of cocaine in the history of the Joliet Narcotics Unit. Two
suspects were arrested, several vehicles were seized, and cocaine worth over

$28.000 was recovered.

OFFICER JOSH SAWYER

On June 21, 2008, Officer Sawyer observed a suspicious vehicle in a Far West Sub-
division. He investigated further and found two subjects sleeping in the vehicle. He
learned one of the subjects was wanted and arrested him. Upon questioning, the
other subject admitted to having cannabis on his person and in the vehicle. Officer
Sawyer recovered approximately 855 grams of cannabis. He interviewed the second
subject and obtained a statement from him. The vehicle was towed pending seizure.

OFFICERS CHRISTOPHER BOTZUM AND RYAN SHAW

On August 21, 2008, dispatch gave a call of a man with a gun and one shot fired.
The suspect's name was also broadcast. Officers Shaw, Botzum, and other offi-
cers were patrolling the area. All officers saw the suspect and began chasing ,
him. Officer Botzum saw the suspect pull a firearm from his waistband. Officer  christopher Botzum Ryan Shaw
Botzum told the other officers that the suspect was armed. Dfficer Botzum tack-

led the suspect while the suspect was still armed. Officer Shaw and the other officers assisted Officer Botzum's attempt to
arrest the suspect. The suspect tried to turn the gun towards Officers Botzum. Officer Shaw grabbed the gun's barrel and
turned it towards the ground. Officers Botzum and Shaw were finally able to put a dangerous suspect in custody.
